progression. in children’s knowledge, skills
and understanding. This includes a balance
of whole dass, group and independent
learning. Children also have the
opportunity to support their learning with a
variety of resources.

Bg its nature, Modern Foretgn Languages
involve lots of interaction with visual,
auditory and kinaesthetic prompts. Lessons
focus on speaking and listening and when
appropriate, children record written work
in books, which are passed through the
years and become a. portfolio of their
learning. Learning another language also
presents opportunities for the reinforcement
of knowledge, skills and understanding in
other curriculum areas. An understanding
of the structure of a new language
enhances the children’s understanding of
their own language and so links closely to
the Eng[’tsh Curriculum. In addition, there
are opportunities to link to PSHE &
CLthensth, Geogra.phg and RE curricula in
terms of the development of positive
attitudes towards, and knowledge of, other
cultures and countries. There are also links
between the teaching of MFL and Maths,
Science, Music, Art and PE.
