Children are encouraged to beat their own personal
best by attempting musical challenges of varying
stages of difficulty eg bronze, silver and gold.

Children will strive to become familiar with all
genres of music from R&B to classical, Opera to
Pop.

The children work in harmony to perform a piece of]
music together using a variety of instruments and
appreciating how instruments and voices all work
together.

Children will understand how two or more notes
can be played together to create a harmony part.
They will understand the terms harmony and
melody and appreciate how both parts work
together.

Create our own sounds (improvisation and
composition with voices and/or instruments) based
on feelings of inspirations whilst listening and
appraising music.

Many artists take inspiration from previous artists
or musical genres. Eg: Pharrell Williams “Happy”
was inspired by Curtis Mayfield and has a soul feel
to it.

Music can be used to portray feelings and helps to
nurture others as well as ourselves. Eg “Hands,
Feet and Heart” explores how music is within us.

Focus on how certain genres of music can be used
to heal people’s souls and feelings and carry
messages of love. Eg Carole King’s “You've Got a
Friend” nurtures friendship and Bob Marley’s
“Three Little Birds” nurtures mental health and
wellbeing.

Throughout all units, pupils are encouraged to excel
beyond their expectations; in the unit, “Your
Imagination” there are no limits to what pupils are
