In Year 2, the children develop their non-fiction skills by developing their ability to retell events into
using the style and form of a newspaper article. In fiction they develop their descriptive writing skills
and build them into more coherent narratives. Children also begin to adapt their register and
formality by starting to write letters.

e Write simple, coherent narratives about personal experiences.

e Write about real events, recording them simply and clearly.

e Use present and past tense mostly correctly.

e Use co-ordination (e.g. or/and/but).

e Use some subordination (e.g. when/if/that/because).

e When needed use: capital letters, full stops and question marks in most of their writing.
e Spelling many words correctly and using phonic knowledge for others.

e Spelling many common exception words.

e Forming capital letters and digits of the correct size in relation to lower case letters.

e Use spacing, which reflects letter size.
