In Year 1, we sequence the genres to start each half-term with fiction writing to engage and hook 
the children. Towards the end of each half-term the children are introduced to non-fiction genres 
once they have gained the knowledge required to be able to write from their personal experience of 
the subject areas. The children build on skills they have learnt in EYFS like writing simple sentences 
and move on to writing three or more sentences together to form a simple narrative.  
 
The key skills introduced in Year 1 are:  
 

• Write simple narratives about personal experiences.   
• Write three or more sentences in order to tell a story.   
• Use statement, questions and commands in sentences.  
• Use past and present mostly correctly.  
• Use some co-ordinating conjunctions (and/but).  
• Using spaces between most words.  
• Use capital letters and full stops.  
• Use question marks when needed.  
• Write capital letters to the correct size and orientation.   
• Can spell Year 1 common words.  
• Can form lower case letters.
